
Prayer walking: Praying on-site with insight   
  

Pray huge prayers, for which you are not the answer.  Your vision will shrink if you pray or act as if you were the only 
available resource. 

  
There is value in “seeing” that which you are praying for both Physical and Spiritual sight is required. Joshua and Caleb “saw”, 
the other 10 spies didn’t see. (Num 14) “Physical Sight boosts Spiritual Vision to sense God’s future for the object of prayer.    
We walk to see.  We see in order to pray more powerfully.” 
  
Seeing what God sees in this location. 
Asking to see with God’s eyes so you can pray His desires for.... 
  
What to Do? 
Prepare as a team... 

1. Find others to join you in prayer walking to be a stimulus of faith and accountability. 
2. Break up and go in 2’s & 3’s 
  

Walk together... 
  
Open Your Eyes... 

Ask God to give you a glimpse of how He sees the lost. 
  
Open Your Hearts... 

“But He said to them, ‘I must preach the  kingdom of God to the other cities, for I was sent for this purpose.”   
Luke 4:43 

  
Open your mouths... 

1. Simply pray - Don’t worry about doing it right! 
2. Pray what the Lord brings to mind to pray as you see the people and surroundings. 
3. Remember that He’s the One directing your prayer... 
4. After you ask God to give you His eyes to see, pray in regards to what you see through His eyes. 

  
What do you pray? 

Worship.  You can never go wrong in worship of the Lord. Expression of praise is RIGHT!  
Warfare against evil.  Claim power of Christ’s death and resurrection over any evil you see. 
  

Welcoming Christ’s Kingdom (Asking God’s Blessing) 
  

1. Pray God’s blessing on the area. 
2. Pray God’s blessing on people you see. 
3. Pray God blessing on any leadership - Ask them how you can pray for them to be more successful in their responsibilities. 

  
Final Thoughts 
  
Walk with Jesus… 
  

1. You are walking with Jesus - Listen to His Spirit. 
2. Don’t ritualize what is relational. 
3. God has already been there!  You are joining with what He has already had on His heart. 
4. Use the Word to pray when you grow stale. 
5. Have patience (This may not revolutionize things overnight; you may be preparing the soil.) 

Pray huge prayers… 
  
1. “The main thing required of Abraham was to use his eyes.  ‘Lift up your eyes and look from the place where you 

are’ (Gen 13:14) God was giving.  Abraham was seeing.  God was in the act of giving: ‘I will give it (the land) to you and 
your descendants.’ 

2. Pray for laborers - to extend work beyond what you can do personally.  For the seventy (that Jesus sent out, Matt 10), 
prayer for workers was the foremost item of His instructions.  Prayer was primary, not just preliminary, to their task.

Ps 2:8   “Ask of me, and I will make the nations your inheritance, the ends of the earth your possession.” 
  

Ps 22:27 “All the ends of the earth will remember and turn to the LORD and all the families of the nations will bow down before
